Lesson step			    Description of Activities and Setting 	       Question script		
	1.  Focus/hook and review
Review quickly previous lesson and skills.  Give meanings if needed.  Talk in relative terms. Use as opportunity to engage/excite students (hook).

	Bell ringer: 
I will show students a picture of German Hitler Youth saluting Adolf Hitler at a rally during the 1930s and then will ask students how they think fascism became popular in many countries of Europe during the 1930s.

I will review yesterday’s lesson by: 
I will briefly review the effects of World War I, the main points of the Treaty of Versailles, and American foreign policy during the interwar period.

I will engage them in today’s lesson by:
Students will type a mini-essay on GoogleDocs analyzing two primary documents written by Benito Mussolini and Adolf Hitler. The mini-essay must include three main points both men made and their reasons why they believed dictatorships were the only solution to Europe’s economic problems. Students will also answer the exit card question: In your opinion, who did you find more convincing, Mussolini or Hitler? Alternatively, were neither convincing in their support of fascism?
	Questions for this segment:

What conditions in Europe during the 1920s and 1930s made fascism appealing to large numbers of European citizens?

In what ways did fascist dictators use strict obedience and propaganda to attract and maintain support for their governments?

	2. LEQs:  The question for today’s lesson related to my central focus is…

In what ways did fascist dictators show their disdain for democracy and communist governments and rise to power during the 1930s?

	3.  Lesson focal understanding: The argument I will make today related to my central focus is…

Fascist dictators rose to power by tapping into the fear of communism among the middle and upper classes, collecting strong support from former veterans who were unemployed, pointing to liberal democracy’s failures to revive Europe’s economy, and using strong nationalist appeals to rally people to their regimes.


	4. Content strategy – present new information to students through lecture; multimedia presentation; discussion; reading segment; jigsaw; etc.

	The content I will deliver is:
I will teach a mini-lecture using a prezi on the reasons why dictators came to power in countries such as Germany, Italy, and Japan during the 1930s.


I will deliver this content using:
Prezi, Activiboard

I will help students organize content using:
Students will work together with the teacher to create a chart on the board divided into three columns for Germany, Italy, and Japan. There will be numerous rows identifying factors that made each country susceptible to fascist dictators and explaining the arguments made by each dictator for why they felt fascism was beneficial for their respective country.
	Questions for this segment:

What factors made Italy, Germany, Japan, and other countries susceptible to fascism during the 1920s and 1930s?

What reasons did fascist dictators give for why fascism was beneficial for their respective country?

How did liberal democracy fail to meet the needs of most European citizens?
Why did fascist dictators feel threatened by communism and liberal democracy?

	5. Source analysis strategy – engage students in an analysis and/or evaluation of a source (primary or secondary, print or media) that addresses some historical event or social studies phenomena related to the content taught above

	Gradual release protocol – ME 
First, I will: 
I will first display the two primary documents by Mussolini and Hitler on the Activiboard. 
	Questions for this segment:

What were some problems the countries of Europe, especially Germany and Italy, faced rebuilding after the chaos of World War I?

How did Mussolini and Hitler believe government ought to be structured?

How did liberal democracy and communism fail at rebuilding Europe’s economy?


	
	Gradual release protocol – US
Next, we will:
We will brainstorm problems European countries faced rebuilding after World War I in the 1920s and 1930s. Each student will read a paragraph or a few sentences so everyone participates. We will use the APPARTS strategy to analyze the two primary documents and build students’ critical thinking skills. 
	

	
	Gradual release protocol – THEM
Last, they will:
Students will pair up with their elbow partners and brainstorm reasons why Mussolini and Hitler believed dictatorships were the only solution to Europe’s economic problems. Students will then have to write at least one reason on the board so the whole class fills out the chart.

	Gradual release protocol – ME 
First, I will: 
I will review the basics of designing an argumentative essay with the students. I will make sure students understand the importance of a thesis and how to incorporate sources to defend one’s thesis.





	Questions for this segment:

What is a thesis statement and how does one construct one?

What is a primary source? What is a secondary source?

What is plagiarism and how can you ensure you do not fall victim to plagiarism?

	
	Gradual release protocol – US
Next, we will:
We will practice as a class by writing an essay outline. We will choose reasons why America decided to enter World War I as an example, and we will create a thesis and include a minimum of three pieces of evidence to defend it.




	

	
	Gradual release protocol – THEM
Last, they will:
Students will pair up with their elbow partners and type a mini-essay using GoogleDocs. The mini-essay must include three main points Hitler and Mussolini made and their reasons why they believed dictatorships were the only solution to Europe’s economic problems.

Other questions they should be able to answer: What are some factors that enabled Hitler and Mussolini to seize power in their respective countries? How did the other countries of Europe respond to fascism in Italy and Germany during the 1930s?

I will summarize my lesson by: reviewing the effects of World War I on European countries, reasons why many Europeans supported fascist movements in Europe, and the policy of appeasement.


I will set the stage for tomorrow’s lesson by: previewing Japan’s attack on Pearl Harbor and the outbreak of war in Europe and North Africa.
