Blog grades reflect quantity as well as the quality of your writing. 
1. Quantity - Learners will be required to post 6 times as follows: 
3 original blog posts: Original posts should be between 600 - 1000
a) 1 original piece inspired by Jonas’ textbook chapter content as well as any other sources such as those which appear under chapter modules in canvas or other sources you may deem appropriate. Refer to the schedule, “Jonas’ blog assignments” to know which part of the Jonas’ text you have been assigned. Be sure to choose a title for your original blog that attracts the reader's attention and that clearly relates to your assigned part of the text. The idea is to start from the Jonas’ chapter and use it as your leaping off point for your blog post; NOT TO DO A SUMMARY OF THE CHAPTER ITSELF. 
b) 1 summary/critique of a Harvard Business Review (HBR) or a Health Affairs article.  Refer to "HBR/HA articles" further down in this section.
c) 1 "PBS Health Care: The U.S. vs. The World" film critique  View the film summarize its thesis or key premise and  why you agree or disagree with it. Include critique of how the film makes its arguments.
d) Only if you plan to read Rosenthal’s book, American Sickness, you may compose an original blog devoted to it in place of either HBR/HA article OR the PBS film review. In your blog you want to BRIEFLY summarize Rosenthal’s points about what is wrong with the current system and critique her prescription for transforming it into a cost-effective high-quality health care system.  
    3 reply/commentary posts: Replies/comments should be between 250 - 500 words
a) 1 reply "PBS health care…” film critique 
b) 1 reply to a colleague’s original Jonas’ blog posts
c) 1 reply to a colleague's HBR article summary/critique
OR
d) Reply to a colleague’s book review of An American Sickness by E. Rosenthal in lieu of a or c above
To get an idea of how the blog post should read, take a look at my "Overview of U.S. Health care System_Can it deliver quality care for all at a reasonable cost?" blog. I tried to be both efficient and informative with my post. You may also have noticed that my blog title telegraphed my viewpoint that health care reform needs to get costs under control if we are to get to a better system. Also, note that I used embedded links to support my arguments/statements. I also included citations at the end. You can use either method or both if you choose. The point is that a blog reflects the author’s informed opinion, backed-up by a healthy dose of fact.  

2. Quality - In addition to content, your grade will also be determined by the quality of your writing. The following 3 criteria are used: knowledge about and understanding of the topic or issue, clarity of thought, writing style (grammar, syntax).
