Speeding Dating: Thesis Style
Purpose: To provide and get assistance with your thesis while getting a better perspective of your argument, intended audience, and genre of choice. 

Instructions: You will rotate six (6) times to different tables/dates spending a total of five (5) min at each table. There will be two types of people: The Pursuer and the one being Pursued. Within those five (5) min, you will both complete the following task: 

1. Those being pursued (i.e. those that will remain seated for the entire class time) will read their thesis statement to their date (1 min).
2. The pursuers (those that will be rotating from table to table) will then identify: 

a. The argument

b. The intended audience 

c. And suggest an appropriate genre (e.g. Letter, Website, Article, Essay, Speech) (30 sec)
3. The pursuers will then read their thesis statement (1 min), and those being pursued will then identify:

a. The argument 
b. The intended audience

c. And suggest an appropriate genre (30 sec)
4. Once both parties have read their thesis and identified the three factors, you will then discuss if the opposing party was correct/incorrect with their identifications and why. This will create a conversation where you will then offer suggestions to improve their argument, thesis, or layout of their paper (1 min each for a total of 2 min).  
5. Use the notecard to take down notes given by your date on how/what to improve regarding your argument, thesis, audience/genre, layout of paper. 
6. Once time is up, pursuers will rotate to the next table/date and start the process over once the timer starts. 
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
