Citing Interviews and Observations

For the personal interviews you conduct, please use the following guidelines. 
· For MLA, use the personal interview format. You will not need to make any modifications. 
· For APA, use the published interview format, and replace the publication title with the word Unpublished.

For the observations, please use the interview formats. 
· In MLA, include the location of your interview between the name of the person observed and the type of observation. (possible types:  Personal, Skype, etc.). Here’s how an observation of Barry Saunders from our textbook p. 282 would look:

· Saunders, Barry. CompuTech. Field observation. 3 Feb. 2012.

· In APA, replace the title of the interview with the location of the observation. Replace the title of the publication (or the "Retrieved from" for an online source) with the word Unpublished.

Including Your Field Notes

If you were to write and publish these articles in academic publications, you would discuss your research methods in your article and you might include your field notes for interviews/observations and/or survey results as appendices.

Please include your field notes as appendices to your article following your works cited/references page (depending on the space requirements and preferences of the publication).
· Use the “insert page break” feature of your word processing software to ensure that your cover page (APA only), reference list, and appendices each start at the top of their own pages.
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
