



Topic: Citation Style Exercise (Therese Pennell)
Objectives: have students understand the purpose of citation styles, the different aspects of them, and the requirements of the specific citation style the students will use (in contrast to MLA or using MLA as a foundation).

Description: 

1. Have students ask a professor in their major what citation style they will be using throughout their college experience and why that said style.

2. In class discuss what styles are used and ask why citation is important.

3. Have students get in groups (of between 4-5 students) according to the citation style they will use.

4. Use either the Wadsworth Guide or Purdue OWL

5. Find the requirements of the specific citation style for
i. the title page

ii. main body
iii. works cited page

Discuss- How are they different from MLA (or whatever style students may be used to)?

Write- Make notes of the specific information required for:

i. The title page

ii. Main body of the paper eg. In-text citation

iii. Works cited (or what the specific citation style refers to it as: e. “References”)
iv. Other formatting: fonts, font size, line spacing

Outcome: have students hand write or type notes and attach these notes about the citation style to the final project. Inform students you will use the notes to determine whether they properly formatted the paper according to the citation style of their major.

End class by having students who will use MLA give the basic requirements of the 4 aspects and have 1 or 2 other groups compare how their citation style differs.
