This assignment, coupled with the Report on Valid Sources in the Discipline, prepares you for the Response to Ethical Issues Paper.  After determining that a source is valid, you should then summarize the source's information applicable to your paper.  In this part of the project, you will read critically, cite and quote sources accurately, and paraphrase information.  Moreover, you will work on formatting.
Purpose:  To create your own database of material for the Response to Ethical Issues Paper

Audience:  Academics

Requirements:  10-12 credible sources; 12 pt. Times New Roman; citation and quotations 


according to your field; copies of sources printed out and highlighted;


You will turn in the annotated bibliography and the source material in a manila envelope

There will be no revision for the Annotated Bibliography, so be very careful. 

Method:

The bibliography consists of two parts:  works cited entry and the summary.  Perform the following steps:

1. Read source.

2. Summarize source by writing down the topic sentences or main points.

3. Also, include specific evidence that you might use.  

4. Write all of this information into a paragraph.  

5. Cite paraphrased and directly quoted material with a page number if the source is a journal article or book.  
6. Put this summarized information under a works cited entry for the source.
Please note that the bibliography will be in alphabetical order according to the first word of the entry.   Each summary should be 100-250 words.  You do not have to have separate pages for each source.  Continue on the same page as you would a works cited.  Note that the bib is uniformly double spaced, except there is an extra space between entries, put there so that I can tell when you begin a new annotation.  This extra space should not occur in your works cited.  

Note:  Pages are numbered; your name, class information, and date appear only on the first page.
