Annotated Works Cited

Assignment: You will provide me with an annotated bibliography (or Works Cited) page including at least 7 sources. Out of this minimum, you MUST have a good mix of book, article and online sources (none of which can be a Wikipedia entry). Since these sources will more than likely be the ones you use for your Stance Paper, you cannot choose the topics of euthanasia, abortion, marijuana, the death penalty, the drinking age or 24-hour dorm visitation.
Requirements: MLA style (including a title page), 12 point Times New Roman, double-spaced. Adhering to MLA style will count a lot in this project; you should be familiar enough with it by now. Your resources must be as varied as possible, too (i.e. not all websites or articles). There is no page requirement.

Tips:

· EVERYTHING is double-spaced in this assignment – your citations, annotations, even your title page.
· The first line of your citation will be flush with the left 1” margin of your paper. Second and third lines of the citation (if any), along with all lines in your annotation, will be indented five spaces from that margin. Second, third, fourth, etc. citations will follow the same format.
· Your annotations for each of your sources should follow the guidelines listed below:
1. Follow strictly the format of the Rhetorical Precis that we discussed in class.

2. Provide an evaluation or judgment as to the reliability of the source. Your evaluation should be a good-sized paragraph in length.
3. Rely primarily on your own words and phrasing—use summary and paraphrase. 
· All of your sources should be published within the last 5 years. If you find a source older than that and want to use it, you must provide me a reason justifying its use in a small paragraph at the end of the assignment.
· If you find that your resources are not very varied, you MUST provide a small paragraph at the end of your assignment explaining to me why that’s the case. This paragraph may also include your justification for using sources published before 2008.
*** Failure to follow these guidelines will result in points being taken off your grade ***
Grading: Points are assigned in the following areas:

I. MLA Format – 40 points

a) 1-inch margins, 12 points Times New Roman font, double-spaced

b) Identifying information (name, date, etc.) at beginning of paper

c) All citations are alphabetized by last name of author or first major word of source title (if no author is given)

d) Citation of source in proper MLA style
II. Annotations – 40 points

a) Use of rhetorical précis format

b) Evaluation is proper length and correct

III. Miscellaneous – 20 points

a) Proper number of total sources

b) All text in annotations are tabbed over once

c) Proper punctuation, spelling and grammar

d) Paragraph at end of assignment if all sources are the same type
