Potential Proposal/Explanation Questions:
· Why should surfing be an Olympic sport?

· How have gender roles in New Zealand changed to allow men more freedom?

· How do marine reserves contribute to New Zealand’s “clean, green” image?

· How well-deserved is New Zealand’s “clean, green” image?  What is NZ’s “clean, green” image based on?

· Why does the percentage of eligible voters who vote get lower every election?
