Project 2.2: Persuasive Text w/ New Media Component (Written: 20%, Presentation: 5%)
What to do.  For this project you will use the research from Project 2.1 to develop a persuasive text written in a genre and format used in your discipline. Paying attention to audience, purpose, design, content and structure, your persuasive text should include both a written and a new media component. 
The information you provide must include adequate examples from research to support the persuasive text, so properly cite all borrowed ideas and material. Your persuasive text should appeal to an audience of individuals in your discipline, and should persuade them through the use of the rhetorical situation, genre, and appropriate conventions we have discussed in class.  
Sources. For this assignment, you will be expected to incorporate outside sources as necessary in order to adequately support your stance and persuade your audience. Please make sure, as in previous assignments, to include citations and examples from sources, adhering to appropriate citation requirements to avoid plagiarism.  
Audience. Write this for your peers in this class who may be in your same discipline as well as for professionals working in your discipline. Use this persuasive text assignment as a way to explore your discipline on a deeper level. Your approach to this assignment may even aid you in choosing a career path or graduate program in the future. 
Format. For the written component of the project, worth 20% of your course grade, you will submit a text written in a genre and format appropriate for your discipline. Please include a Works Cited, References, or Bibliography page to complete this assignment. For the new media component, worth 5% of your course grade, please use a tool, such as PowerPoint or Prezi, to develop a visually persuasive presentation that is capable of standing alone—this means that you should not have to accompany your presentation in order for it to communicate with the viewer. You will have five minutes to run your presentation in small groups. I will view your presentation separately in order to assess it and will provide feedback via Blackboard, as with the written text. We will discuss presentation formats more thoroughly during class well before the due date. 
Drafting. Do not wait until the last minute to complete the writing and design/layout for your assignment. You should allow time to revise and edit your work. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open.
Due Dates.

4/1, 4/6, 4/11: Open Workshops. We will use this time in class as you need. We may break up into groups to do reviews of what we have so far or help each other with structural concerns for our reports.
4/8: Peer Review I. You will bring a hard copy of the complete written draft of Project 2.2. You will read and provide feedback of your Writing Group peers’ projects. In addition to the comments you make on the drafts, you will include a brief 50-100-word general comment for your peers specifying what worked well in their reports and what didn’t work so well.
4/13: Peer Review II. You will bring a revised written draft that includes revisions from the previous workshop. This draft should be as polished as possible and you will work in Writing Groups to edit each other’s drafts. In addition, you will also bring technology to review the visual component of the assignment in groups.
4/15: Polished Draft. You will upload your revised, polished draft and new media presentation to the appropriate Project in Blackboard by 11:59pm, April 15. Using the comment box, please write a 50-100-word reflection of what worked well writing this project and what was challenging.
