Project 3 | Category 2: Disciplinary Literature Review (20%)

Due: Friday, March 18th 
For Project 3 (Disciplinary Literature Review) and Project 4 (Disciplinary Writing Project), you will read about and enter a conversation that is occurring in your discipline. Project 4 will ask you to respond to a contextual issue or area of interest occurring in your discipline (you will choose the genre, audience, and purpose). 
To prepare to enter the disciplinary conversation, use Project 3 to review the literature. Read 8-10 credible sources (including journal articles) to investigate an area of interest, issue, or process occurring in your discipline. Use these sources to write a literature review about what those in your field are saying about an area of interest.
Your literature review will discuss the rhetorical situation and disciplinary context of a specific area of interest. So, you should synthesize the various perspectives found in your 10-12 sources and show how they relate to each other and to the overall context. When you synthesize, show the connections between your sources and bring them together into a unified paper. (Instead of writing one paragraph per source, combine your sources together throughout various paragraphs to show how they relate to each other.)
Direct this literature review to those within your discipline. Your purpose should be to inform them about the rhetorical situation and disciplinary context of the area of interest. 
It should take you around five to six double-spaced pages to complete the literature review. Include a mixture of quotes, paraphrases, and summaries to make your information flow for readers as well as a citations page.
We will be workshopping your drafts-in-progress, so bring full drafts to each workshop as instructed in the schedule.
On March 18th before class: Upload your revised, polished draft to Assignments in Blackboard before class. Using the comment box, please write a 50-100-word reflection of what worked well writing this project and what was challenging.
