Project 4 | Category 2: Disciplinary Writing Project (20%) and Presentation (5%)
Due: Friday, April 15th 
You will apply what you learned about your disciplinary investigation in the literature review to enter the conversation in Project 4. For Project 4, you will choose a genre that is appropriate to your discipline and target audiences within your discipline. Choose one of the following approaches:
· Article for a Trade Journal: Write an article for a specific trade journal within your discipline.  

· Explanation of Key Procedure or Process to Novices: Write a document in a genre of your choosing that explains to a novice how to do something central to your discipline’s work.

· Response to a Disciplinary Issue for Targeted Audiences: If you investigated a controversial issue, you can now write your response to this issue. Your response should consider and responsibly represent viewpoints on that issue to an audience of your choosing. For example, you might want to direct your paper to those who are new to your discipline in order to inform them about the contextual issue and prepare them for entering the discipline. Or you might present your own argument to expert, practicing members within the field.
· Other Research/Investigation Project: You choose the disciplinary-appropriate genre and audience in consultation with me. 
Your paper should attend to the rhetorical situation of your discipline and the contextual issue, so you should choose the most effective (and disciplinary-appropriate) genre for reaching an audience in your discipline and accomplishing your purpose. You should use a mixture of quotes, paraphrases, and summaries (and in-text citations for all of them) to support your purpose, as well as a citations page. The length of your writing will depend on your purpose, genre, and discipline.
Presentation (5% of course grade)
You will provide an overview of your disciplinary writing project in a one-page visual presentation that is directed to the same audience. Consider how you can use visuals, alphabetic text, and other rhetorical strategies to effectively and succinctly present your information to your audience.
We will be workshopping your drafts-in-progress, so bring full drafts to each workshop as instructed in the schedule.

On April 15th before class: Upload your revised, polished drafts to Assignments in Blackboard before class. Using the comment box, please write a 50-100-word reflection of what worked well writing this project and what was challenging.
