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What to do.  You will compose and upload a 4-6 page letter, addressed to “Portfolio Reviewers,” that explains how the writing projects that you have included in the portfolio demonstrate your abilities in the categories described on the English 1100 Portfolio Rubric. In your letter, you should provide specific examples of how your writing meets the criteria (for example, where did you use specific evidence to support your claim? Where and how did you direct your writing to a specific audience? etc.). This writing is a self-analysis of your writing and revising and should show your awareness of your writing choices and decisions. You should address specific revisions you made to the projects you selected to revise.
Audience. Think of other English 1100 instructors as your readers, including me, Dr. Morse.
Format. This is a letter, so please format it as a letter with a salutation, closing, and date it.
Due Dates.

12/01: Peer Review. Bring a hard copy of both your revisions and your Portfolio Cover Letter. We will workshop these drafts before the polished drafts are due.

12/03: Final Drafts Due. Please turn in all drafts from workshop in your file folder at the beginning of class (refer to the syllabus regarding the policy for late work).  Your final draft of your Cover Letter should be uploaded to Blackboard by 11am (before the start of class).
