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Research Proposal 
Overview: 
For Project 3, you will write a research proposal for what you would like to accomplish in Project 4. Your proposal must include your research questions, rationale, preliminary research, and research that still needs to be done. Additionally, an annotated bibliography needs to accompany your proposal as evidence of sufficient research performed. A successful annotated bibliography includes citations of at least six of your sources used in research and a full paragraph that briefly summarizes, analyzes, and assesses the usefulness of each source.  

You will also need to address who your intended audience will be for Project 4, what genre you will use, what citation and documentation style you will use. 

Outline: 

Your outline for Project 1 is due Wednesday, March 2nd. The outline will consist of the identification of your research question and at least three citations from sources you will be using for your research project. For each source, provide brief annotations (a preview of your annotated bibliography) as to why the source responds to your research question. 
Draft: 

Your first draft of Project 1 is due Monday, March 14th. This draft should be a complete report, meeting the page count and ready for peer review. The draft is not expected to be perfect; that’s why we have drafts and perform peer review. However, it is expected to display evidence of critical thinking and have proper formatting and correct grammar and punctuation. 
Peer Review: 

Peer review will take place on Monday, March 14th. You will bring a hard copy of a complete draft of Project 1. You will read and provide feedback on two of your peers’ projects. In addition to the comments you make on the drafts, you will include a brief 50-100-word general comment for your peers specifying what worked well in their essays and what didn’t work so well. 
Polished Draft: 

You will turn in a hard copy of your revised, polished draft in class on March 18th. You will also upload your polished draft to the appropriate project in Blackboard by 11:59pm, March 18th. Using the comment box, please write a 50-100-word reflection of what worked well writing this project and what was challenging. 

Audience: 

Write this for members of your discipline. Your audience may or may not be familiar with your exact research questions, but they are familiar with the larger conversations that are significant to your discipline.
