Project 1 | Category 1: Report on Authoritative, Trade, and Popular Sources (10%)
What to do.  For this project, you will select two current authoritative sources, one trade source, and one current popular source from the discipline affiliated with your major or future career and write a report about those sources. 
Your report should include:

· the characteristics of these sources

· what makes them authoritative, credible sources in your specific discipline? 
· what classifies the popular source as popular, and the trade source as trade? 

· in what ways are these sources similar and, more importantly, different? 
· what are their purposes, and how do you know? 

· who are their intended audiences, and how do you know?
· do they have secondary audience, and how do you know? 
· how are they “published”—in paper, online, through social media?

The information you provide in your report will probably include examples from the 4 sources, so properly cite ALL borrowed ideas and material, as well as anything that is not considered common knowledge. Your report should inform your audience about credible and popular sources affiliated with your discipline. 

Sources. To be clear, you are reporting on major sources not individual articles within those sources. Sources for this assignment are larger works from which information comes, such as entire journals, whole websites, or various accounts on social media, etc. 
Audience. Write this for your peers in this class who may or may not be in your same discipline. This means that I am not your audience. This also means that the details you provide must be rhetorically sound and analytically comprehensive enough for both outsiders and insiders to understand what about the sources makes them especially relevant to your discipline. 

Format. Your project should follow complete, current, and correct APA formatting. It will probably take you around three to five full pages plus a References page to complete this assignment. If you turn in less than 3 full pages, your assignment will not qualify for assessment or a grade.
Drafting. You will NOT be able to wait until the last minute to complete the writing for your assignment. Not only should you allow time to revise and edit your writing, but you will also have specific deadlines for smaller parts of this assignment. You are also NOT offering a superficial analysis of your chosen sources. You must move beyond what can be generally assumed about a source, or what can be gleaned from a database description, so you’ll need to allot time for considerable research prior to drafting. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open if you need or want assistance with your writing beyond the classroom.
Due Dates.

1/25: Rough Draft. We will use this day for you to write in class and I will be available to answer any questions.
1/27: Open Workshop. We will use this time in class as needed. We may break up into groups to do quick reviews of what we have so far, we may help each other with where we’ve found sources for our reports, or we may spend this time in groups working on individual areas of concern based on rubric guided self assessments. 
2/1: Peer Review. You will post a complete draft of Project 1 as a Microsoft Word compatible document in Blackboard. You will read and provide feedback on two of your peers’ projects. In addition to the comments you make on the drafts, you will include a brief 50-100-word general comment for your peers specifying what worked well in their essays and what didn’t work so well. 

2/3: Peer Review. You will post a revised draft that includes revisions from the previous workshop. This draft should be as polished as possible and you will partner with someone to edit each other’s drafts.
2/5: Polished Draft. You will upload your revised, polished draft to the appropriate Project in Blackboard by 11:59pm, February 5. Using the comment box, please write a 50-100-word reflection of what personal strategies worked well in writing this project and what was challenging. 
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
