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Portfolio | Revision of two projects (25%)








What to do.  You will select two of your three projects and significantly revise them. A significant revision is more than making corrections and editing. You may want to consider your organization or how well you wrote for your intended audience. For these revisions, you may want to change audiences and that may change the language and tone choices you make. 
One revision needs to include a visual component.

You will upload these revisions to the “Portfolio” assignment in “Assignments” on Blackboard.

Audience. You will need to identify who the audiences are for your revisions. 
Format. Your revision should follow appropriate MLA or APA formatting for documentation and citation; however, you may want to play with genre in your revision, which will impact your format. The length of your polished writing may vary depending on the choices you make in your significant revision. You will need to include an appropriate Works Cited or References page for your revisions.
Drafting. Do not wait until the last minute to complete the writing for your assignment. You should allow time to revise and edit your writing. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open.
Due Dates.

11/24: Selection of Projects for Revision. Come to class with your own digital device so you can start working on your revision of the first project you have selected. This class will run like an open workshop/writing day. You will be able to work together, alone, and/or ask me questions.
12/01: Peer Review. Bring a hard copy of both your revisions and your Portfolio Cover Letter. We will workshop these drafts before the polished drafts are due.

12/03: Final Drafts Due. Please turn in all drafts from workshop in your file folder at the beginning of class (refer to the syllabus regarding the policy for late work).  Your final drafts will be uploaded to Blackboard by 11am (before the start of class).
