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What to do.  For this project you will write a research proposal for what you would like to accomplish in Project 4. Your proposal must include your research questions, rationale, preliminary research, and research that still needs to be done. You will also need to address who your intended audience will be for Project 4, what genre you will use, what citation and documentation style you will use.
This proposal will also be practice in short, succinct writing. You will need to write clearly and persuasively to convince the reader that yours is a worthy and relevant research project.
Audience. Write this for members of your discipline. Your audience may or may not be familiar with your exact research questions, but they are familiar with the larger conversations that are significant to your discipline.
Format. Your project should follow appropriate formatting for the discipline you are writing in. Your proposal should be no more than two pages plus an appropriate Works Cited or Reference page.
Drafting. Do not wait until the last minute to complete the writing for your assignment. You should allow time to revise and edit your writing. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open.
