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What to do.  You will write up your research/investigation proposed in Project 3. This should take shape in a format and genre appropriate for writing in your discipline. As the author of this piece, you will need to make decisions on who your audience is, what your purpose is, and what format and genre is most appropriate for you to achieve your goal.
Audience. You will need to identify who the audience is for your project. Do you want this to be for students in your discipline? Or, would you rather write this for experts, practicing members of your discipline who may have familiarity with the topic you are presenting?
Format. Your project should follow appropriate formatting for the discipline you are writing in. The length of your polished writing may vary depending on the genre you have selected. You will need to include an appropriate Works Cited or Reference page.
Drafting. Do not wait until the last minute to complete the writing for your assignment. You should allow time to revise and edit your writing. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open.
Due Dates.

April 8: Peer Review. We will exchange drafts and focus on the direction of the writing.
April 11: Editing. This is a revised draft reflecting feedback from the last Peer Review.

April 13: Peer Review of Presentations. Bring a polished draft that you would be happy to submit.

April 15: Polished Draft. You will upload your revised, polished draft to the appropriate Project in Blackboard by 11:59pm, April 15. Using the comment box, please write a 50-100-word reflection of what worked well writing this project and what was challenging. 
Presentation. (5% of course grade) You will also present this investigation in a visual form: a handout, “poster,” or brochure. Pretend you are presenting your findings from your investigation to an audience and must leave them with something tangible that will quickly inform them of your key points and argument. You must preset your information in a visually appealing way. Please refer to BB pp 154-56 for help with visual presentations of information. Your presentation is due by 11:59pm, April 15.
