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What to do.  For this project you will select current (published no later than 2012) issues of two journals related to the discipline you expect to enter (that is, select journals that are related to your major) and read one article from each. Both journals must be accessible through ECU databases.

You will then write one analysis of the writing in the articles from the two different journals. In your analysis, you may want to introduce your point with exploring how the journals are situated in the field—is an organization affiliated with them/who publishes them? Who are the journals written for—who are the intended audiences? As you continue to develop your essay, you may want to cover in your analysis how are the articles you read organized? What is the nature of the content—what are the articles about? What are the features of the writing that you notice—is it long, heavy theoretical, are there graphs or figures? How are sources cited? Identify, if you can, the style of citation practices. You may want to conclude your essay with a statement that generalizes how you would describe the kind of writing that is valued in your discipline.
Your analysis may compare and contrast the two articles in order to provide examples to what you state you notice, but the purpose of this assignment is for you to offer a rhetorical analysis of the writing in your discipline as represented by these two articles you have selected. Do the authors rely heavily on logos or pathos, for example?
You will submit both articles as pdfs along with your polished project.

Audience. Write this for your peers in this class. Use this project to “teach” us something about the writing features done in your discipline. Your audience may or may not be familiar with your discipline.
Format. Your project should follow either MLA or APA formatting. It will probably take you around four to six pages plus a Works Cited/References page to complete this assignment.
Drafting. Do not wait until the last minute to complete the writing for your assignment. You should allow time to revise and edit your writing. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open.
Due Dates.

2/10: Research in Class. We will use part of this class to get you started in the databases at ECU. Please bring a digital device (smartphones are fine for this exercise).
2/12: Text Selection. Bring to class hard copies of two articles you will use for Project 2. We will use part of class time to begin analyzing the texts.

2/15 : Peer Review. You will bring a hard copy of a complete draft of Project 1. You will read and provide feedback on two of your peers’ projects. In addition to the comments you make on the drafts, you will include a brief 50-100-word general comment for your peers specifying what worked well in their essays and what didn’t work so well.

2/17: Peer Review. You will bring a revised draft that includes revisions from the previous workshop. This draft should be as polished as possible and you will partner with someone to edit each other’s drafts.
2/19: Polished Draft: You will upload pdfs of your articles as well as your revised, polished draft to the appropriate Project in Blackboard by 11:59pm, February 19. Using the comment box, please write a 50-100-word reflection of what worked well writing this project and what was challenging.
