       government documents); there was some disagreement over whether

(8)  identification and use of secondary sources (professional and non-
       professional; historical and non-historical; accessing and using historical 
       journals); as with primary sources, there was some disagreement over 
       whether this should take place in ENGL 2201

(9)  research (topic selection; source identification; working bibliography; 
       note-taking; thesis development; outline; research paper structure)
(10)   use Jules Benjamin’s A Student’s Guide to History as a guide in most 

          matters related to history in ENGL 2201
