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What to do. This project asks you to create an argument in which you analyze elements of The War for Kindness in relation to a particular context. In order to do this effectively, you should use the close-reading skills you developed working on the rhetorical analysis essay. Your essay should include a healthy balance of quotes and concepts from of The War for Kindness and from the context that you have placed your analysis of it in. Both of these should serve your own ideas and argument.
Thinking about CONTEXT. Every text is created as part of a larger discussion. It is a reflection of or reaction to the culture it is embedded in. It is created by an author whose experiences and values emerge in his/her writing. It is read by an audience who is immersed in their own experiences, values, and cultures. Exploring one of the contexts of a piece of writing helps the reader understand how the text contributes to a conversation already in progress. 

How to do it. The Writing to Persuade project is your own interpretation, not a re-crafted research paper. You should have four to six secondary sources. When you are in the process of choosing a context to explore, think about what aspects of the text appeal to you. What elements do you personally relate to? What shocked you? What did you want to know more about? What questions did you have? How do your own values and experiences influence your reading of the text? 

Your essay should:

· choose a contextual lens or framework (relevant to of The War for Kindness) through which or within which to analyze of The War for Kindness
· logically organize the body supporting your thesis with POINTS, ILLUSTRATIONS, and detailed EXPLANATIONS of your claims in direct relation to your thesis (PIE)

· progressively and cohesively lead to a conclusion of your thesis in which you utilize what you have written to support a final summation of your illumination of of The War for Kindness providing your readers a richer, deeper understanding of the text itself and its meaning

· demonstrate appropriate writing skills including grammar, mechanics, organization, clarity, and integration of quotes. 
What Not to Do. You are not presenting facts or giving your reader a summary of your research; rather, you are making a claim about specific aspects of the text and using the context as part of your argument.
Audience and Format. You must determine an appropriate audience and genre for your argument. In other words, you need to determine who should or would want to hear your argument and what form of writing (letter? website? article? essay?) would be most effective in reaching that audience. You must use APA documentation style.
Your argument should be +/-1800 words, and you must turn in copies of your sources with your work. You will also submit a brief cover letter with the final draft (details about this letter will be provided in class). **I will not grade your project if you do not turn in drafts, copies of sources, and your cover letter. Failure to submit peer review feedback will negatively affect your grade.
Due Dates.
9/11 Draft in Progress: This is a draft in progress. You need to have at least THREE full paragraphs written filling at least TWO full pages for this draft. In this draft, you need to be citing sources using APA format.

9/14 Workshop Draft: This is a double-spaced, 12 point font, one-inch margined complete essay with documentation. Your essay should be about five pages long and following APA documentation format (you must have a References page). 
9/16 Editing Draft: Bring two copies of your final draft. This should be a revised draft considering the feedback you receive from workshop. This draft should be 5-7 pages long.
9/18 Polished Draft: Please submit all workshop drafts in your file folder at the beginning of class. Your polished draft will be 5-7 pages long with a References page and must be submitted to the proper assignment in Canvas by class time (refer to the syllabus regarding the policy for late work).
