Portfolio | Revisions of Two (2) Projects (10%)                                               
What to do.  You will craft significant revisions of one Category 1 Project & one Category 2 Project from this semester in ENGL 2201. A significant revision is more than making basic corrections and editing. For these revisions, you should consider changing major aspects of the project such as the audience, genre, medium, etc. 
For instance, you could:

· change your audience for category 1, Project 1 from your peers in class to high school students interested in attending ECU for college
· Consider turning Category 2, Project 2 Call to Action paper into a PSA
· Change Category 1, Project 2 from a standard rhetorical analysis to a video tutorial about how to rhetorically analyze either a popular source, trade source, or authoritative source. 
You will upload both revised projects to the “Portfolio” assignment on Blackboard and to the University Writing Portfolio via iWebfolio. Submission to both locations is MANDATORY.
Audience. You will need to identify appropriate audiences are for both revisions based on all applicable rhetorical factors. I do not recommend choosing an expert audience for any reason as it is unlikely that you will be able to successfully write for an audience with so many more years of education and practice in your discipline.
Format. Your revisions should follow appropriate formatting for the discipline and genre you are writing in, and all citations must be exact. If the selected genre doesn’t typically use citations, then you must submit a reference page separately. The length of your polished writing may vary depending on the projects you have chosen to revise and the genres. 

Drafting. Do not wait until the last minute to complete the writing for your assignment. You should allow time to revise and edit your writing and properly submit all materials to both portfolios. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open.

What to do.  You will compose and upload a 4-6 page letter, addressed to “Portfolio Reviewers” that explains how the projects you have included in the portfolio demonstrate your abilities in the categories described on the English 2201 Portfolio Rubric (the same rubric we have used for each assignment). In your letter, you should provide specific examples of how your writing meets the criteria (for example, where did you use specific evidence to support your claim? Where and how did you direct your writing to a specific audience? etc.). This letter is a self-analysis of your writing and revising and should show that you are aware of the rhetorical choices you have made in your writing. You should address specific revisions you made to the projects you used for the portfolio assignment.

Audience. Your primary audience will be the reviewers. This means you are writing for an audience that doesn’t know what the project assignments were.
Format. This is a letter, so please format it as a letter with a salutation, closing, and date.

Drafting. Do not wait until the last minute to complete the writing for your assignment. You should allow time to revise and edit your writing. Please remember that the University Writing Center is open.
